Brides want to feel like 
they already know you from reading your blogs, posts, and tweets. Direct mail has become 
spam and print media is ending quickly. A mailing goes to one person, while a facebook post 
or tweet goes to all their friends. Combine social media with your advertising to stay ahead 
of the competition. 
     Sarah ended her presentation with the advantages of advertising on www.weddzilla.com.
