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DJ  Entertainment + Graphic Services

I’ve noticed that a lot of events that I provide my DJ services for always seem to need
some type of signage, decorative type images for display or photographic posters of people
or sponsors. They are usually large format sizes meaning they are greater than 11 x 17”.
That is where my background in the Reprographics Industry had helped me meet this
demand. I own a HP large format ink jet plotter that prints photographic quality images up
to 42” wide by any length. I’ve added these various graphic services to my DJ company and
have had great results. The following examples will provide you with some ideas for your
next events.
    This is what my HP plotter looks like so you get some idea of what is happening. All the
printing is done from digital files that are either scanned images, photographic digital files,
or other digital images that are arranged in some type of graphical software program like
Photoshop, In Design, Illustrator, and many others.

                            
Picture Collages:  These types of posters have been very popular, since they can usually
include many of the guests attending and thus becomes another focal point for the party. I
usually do these for reunions, wedding anniversaries, birthday parties etc because they can
include a lot of images into a large-scale poster say 30 x 42”. See the example below of the
50th Wedding Anniversary party that I recently created along with a 30 minutes DVD slide
show.



      

Special Event Posters: Sometimes the posters for the party are actually part of the
decorations. This is typically the case when I do a “Themed”  type party like a Luau Party,
the Wild, Wild, West, or 50’s Happy Days Theme, etc. The 2 posters above right were
created originally as cool decorations for the walls of the main ballroom with a Country &
Western theme party. I decided to make them slightly larger than the original quoted size
and the result was a highly sought after poster. The final size was 20 x 30” and there were
30 different posters. They became individual silent auction items in the overall auction
which weas a fund raiser for the school. They ended up making over $4,000 for these 30
unique posters.

Promotional Posters: I sometimes create posters simply for promoting the event or my
own services. I usually do this off to the side so I’m not advertising my business in your
face but casually off to the side. A picture or poster can tell a lot about your past events or
clients and also bring attention to my graphics services. Where did you get this poster? This
now becomes a good visual for all types of custom posters I can create for your event. I give
them my card and ask to call me later to discuss but the picture itself is worth a thousand
words!

Promotional Facebook Poster A party I did last week for 4 guys turning 50 needed
posters. They called the event “The Old Geezer Party” so I helped create something special
for the 4 guys and their friends. They sent me current pictures and some from their high
school days. I made a very large wall poster 34 x 52” for everyone to see and 4 smaller
posters 18 x 24” for keepsakes for the birthday boys! These were perfect for framing and
remembering the good old days. I downloaded most of the pictures from their facebook
pages without them even noticing. I was given many photos from the host of the party a few
weeks before the party.



Basic Signs for Events: I can also make very basic signs for directions or instructions
for the event. These are produced on just regular 20 lb bond paper and not the more
expensive photographic papers. The client will usually just tape on the wall or spray mount
on foam board to hold down costs. They have even mounted them over old signs and just
keep reusing them. The outdoor golf signs have been very popular as reusable signs for
directions etc. Here are a few samples of what I’m talking about:

                            



Sports Team Collages: I have been elected to be the team photographer for both of my
kid’s baseball and lacrosse teams. This has led to more team events and picture
opportunities. These are a few examples from even other teams that hired me for the
graphics and printing services.  I also get more DJ opportunities from the photo and printing
services as well.

These are some of the examples of the opportunities that are out there for you. I am willing
to work with all the BADJA members to bring some added revenues to your gigs and help
promote your companies above the rest. I do most of my printing and coordination of
information through emails during the week. I can also produce custom DVD slide shows
with music along with a custom poster created from the DVD images. This becomes a very
desirable package because the poster represents all the images on the DVD. That 50th

Anniversary poster above was created after I produced the 30 min DVD slideshow. I also
scanned images from their old slides. That takes a special process to get quality images as
seen in the poster. Please feel free to call me for more detailed information and pricing. The
cost is determined by two main factors in producing a poster.  Are the images in digital
format or do I need to scan the hard copy photos? There was very little design time in the
above sport poster because the client sent me all the photos digitally. I produced a digital
final proof that I sent back by email for confirmation. I then produced 25 posters for the
team at their requested frame size. Hope this gave everyone some ideas.
